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Theology of Rest
- God created man on the sixth day
of creation and on the seventh he

&P rested from all his activity. We
were made in the image of God (imago dei) and then
invited into God’s rest. It is from God’s rest that we go
to do his work. God built into his creation the rhythm of
the seasons to reflect a natural balance of work and
rest. It was from this theological perspective that Jesus
said to the scribes and Pharisees, ‘The Sabbath was
made for man, not man for the Sabbath’ (Mk. 2:27).
There is no virtue from being constantly at work. The
Protestant work ethic derives not from a Christian basis
but a Stoic philosophy of frugality, a disciplined mind
and a competitive spirit. | agree with G. K. Chesterton
who said that the only serious creature in all of .creation
is satan who is constantly restless. We need rather to
be recreated in the likeness of Christ. The imago dei
that was originally conceived and yet marred and
destroyed by sin is renewed and given its distinctive
character and description in the likeness of Christ. The
theology of the book of Hebrews is based on the fact
that Christ has sat down at the right hand side of the
majesty of God. His work has been completed and He
invites us to enter into His rest.
Whatever you may be doing this summer may God give
you complete rest and be recreated in His likeness.
‘Our hearts are restless until they find their rest in you'.
(Augustine of Hippo, 4t c.)
